Rick, as he was known, was a 1983 graduate of North Allegheny High School and 
Franklin Park Resident. Following his time at NA, Rick graduated from the University of 
Pittsburgh in 1987 with a degree in Business. While his professional career was a large 
commitment in his life, his family was his highest priority and his support, love, and 
kindness for his immediate and extended family was unwavering. This surviving family 
currently includes his wife (Jackie) and children (Jake and Shelby) along with his five 
sisters (Jean, Margot, Kathleen, Dawn, and Jill) and parents (Dick and Anne) that still 
reside within the North Allegheny School District.
